Government of Karnataka in its GO HFW 84 MMC 2020 Bangalore dated:31-08-2019,
has authorized Directorate of Medical Education for selection of candidates through
online counseling for admission to BPT, B.P.O and B.Sc. Allied Health Sciences courses
for the seats in Government colleges and Government seats in private colleges. Hence forth,
the rules and regulations framed for the selection of candidates for admission to the above
courses in accordance with Government Order and subsequent amendments, revised rules if
any as on the date of admission will apply.

Applicant should have passed II-PUC / 12th Standard (10+2) or equivalent
examination individually in the subjects of Physics, Chemistry, Biology and
English and must have obtained not less than 40% marks taken together in

(b) Foradmission to1*yearB.P.Ocourse:
Applicant should have passed II-PUC / 12th Standard (10+2) or equivalent
examination with English as one of the language and physics, chemistry and
biology /mathematics as optional subjects with not less than 50% of marks in the
aggregate of the relevant Science subjects i.e., Physics, Chemistry and Biology/
Mathematics provided the candidate has passed in Physics, Chemistry and
Biology/ Mathematics subjects individually to be eligible for admission to this
course.
