(a) In case of non availability of suitable candidates for the vacant seats for NRI and/or Self
Financed Quota during 3rd Round Counselling for admission for the different under graduate
programme of the University, the vacant seats shall be filled in the following order -
i. In case of non-availability of suitable candidates against vacant seats of NRI / NRI

Sponsored Quota, the vacant seats of NRI / NRI Sponsored quota shall be transferred
under the Self-Financed Seats and the counselling for admission will be done in
continuation of Reservation roster points by adding the transferred seats.

(1) Self Financed Seats : Priority to be given to the domicile of Bihar. If seats remain vacant, then

the same may be filled with eligible candidates of other States domicile. All the admission shall
be based on merit only and reservation policy for admission shall be as per Govt. of Bihar.

Candidates seeking admission under this category will have to fulfill all the eligibility requirements
and criteria as prescribed for the admission under General Cateory (for B.V.Sc. & A.H.) unless
specified during the admission process.

(2) NRI / NRI Sponsored Seats : The eligibility for admission under the NRI Quota seats will be NRI
candidates himself / herself of children of NRI whose parents are resident of Bihar.

Candidates seeking admission under this category will have to fulfill all the eligibility requirements
and criteria as prescribed for the admission under General Category (for B.V.Sc. & A.H.) unless
specified during the admission process.

Notes : (a) Candidates admitted under Self-Financed seats shall not be eligible for Govt. of Bihar
Stipend as well as Internship Allowance.

(b) Under NRI / NRI Sponsored category seats admitted students will not be eligible for Govt.
of Bihar Stipend and Internship Allowance.
Self Financed and NRI / NRI Sponsored seats will be non-resident types. However, the hostel
facility may be provided to students admitted under Self Financed / NRI seats as per suitability
and availability.

The Prospectus of UGMAC-2024 can be downloaded Online from the BCECE Board’s website:

bceceboard.bihar.gov.in by clicking on the link “UGMAC-2024” under Prospectus Section. For filling online Application
Form click on “Online Application portal of UGMAC-2024” and then click on “Apply Online” button and follow the
instructions as given below;
I. Step-One - Registration: For registering, the candidates are required to fill the information asked in Step-One of

the application form, appearing on the computer screen. Candidate must enter their NEET-UG 2024 Roll No. and
then click on verify button and then enter their Date of Birth with other details as shown on the screen. If data gets
verified, proceed for further process. Candidate while registering, must see that he/ she is giving his/her own
email ID and Mobile no. because an OTP will be sent to their entered email ID and mobile no. for email ID and
mobile no. verification. After successful verification of email ID and mobile no. and successful registration, the
registered mobile no. and email ID can not be changed in the whole process of UGMAC-2024 Counselling in any
circumstances. After successful Registration, candidate will receive a message of successful registration on their
registered mobile no. and email. After that, candidate will have to login to their account by entering their email
ID and Password and will process the further activities to duly submit their online application form. The candidate
must keep the password entered in Application Form confidential, otherwise BCECE Board will not be responsible
for any changes in their data or any other complication etc. The email ID provided by the candidate during
registration will be his “user name”.

II. Step-two - (Personal Information) : After successful registration and activating the account, the candidate should
again “Sign in” to his account and thereafter complete the required entries regarding personal information on the
computer screen.

Medical Colleges of the State rescheduling of Admission and other fees and in accordance with the
provision of NMC, New Delhi, the admission and other fees for admission on 50% seats of Degree courses of Private
Medical Colleges and Deemed University will be same as rescheduled fees for Govt.

In the light of above, necessary action be taken.

In this connection it is to inform also that against the above order of Health Deptt., Pvt. Medical Colleges have filed
appeal before the Hon’ble Supreme Court, New Delhi and Patna High Court, Patna, which is pending since last year-2023.

Hence admission and other fees of Pvt. Medical Colleges of Bihar will be subject to the final decision of apex court
in the writ petition (civil) no.-646 of 2023 and other similar situated writ petition.

12. Conditions for MBBS / BDS Counselling : METHOD OF SELECTION AND ADMISSION given
below will be subject to updated Rules of NMC / MCC;

12.1 Merit List:

a) Merit list of all the qualified candidate as provided by the Deptt. of Health, Govt. of Bihar based
on NEET (UG)-2024 will be the basis for UGMAC-2024.

b) There will be four (4) round of Counselling i.e. Round-1, Round-2, Round-3 and Stray Vacancy
Round.

c) All round Counselling i.e. Round-1, Round-2, Round-3 and Stray Vacancy round will be Online.
d) For Round-3, Fresh Online Registration and Submission of Application Form For 3rd Round Online

Counselling, Fresh online Registration & submission of Application Form, from those candidate who
has not Registered and submitted Application Form of UGMAC-2024 earlier i.e. before 1st round
Counselling, will be taken. Details will be made available through concerned advertisement.

12.2  (a) (i) On the basis of merit list of UGMAC-2024 of eligible candidate, the candidate has to fill his
choices online for UGMAC-2024 counselling. Please note that choice filling facility will be
available as per schedule published in concerned Advertisement. After completion of choice
filling process, seat allotment result will be published on Board’s website. In case candidate is
allotted seat during 1st round seat allotment then he has to report physically at reporting centre
for document verification. After document verification, if he is found eligible he will either
take admission or go for free exit. But if he has given willingness for up-gradation during
downloading of 1st round provisional seat allotment order then after document verification,
he will wait for 2nd round seat allotment and his submitted document will be retained at
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reporting centre. But if his choice is upgraded in Round-2, then the candidate will have to
join the college on allotted seat during second round.

(ii) After publication of 1st round seat allotment result, the candidates who are allotted a seat
shall download their provisional allotment order by login on counselling portal but before
downloading of provisional allotment order, it is necessary for the candidates to give option
for upgradation as 'Yes' or 'No'.

(iii) The candidate who gets allotted a seat during Round-1 counselling and given their
upgradation for Round-2 counselling as 'No', then candidate will have to report physically
to their reporting centre within scheduled period as printed on the provisional allotment
order of Round-1 counselling with all required original documents for Identity and document
verification. After document verification, if the candidate is found eligible he will take
admission with payment of requisite Fee and their all original documents will be retained at
the reporting centre and candidate will be provided a Document Verification Slip of Round-
1 counselling.

(iv) In case the seat allotted in Round-1 Counselling is retained in Round-2 Counselling then the
candidate will have to report physically to their reporting centre within scheduled period as
printed on the provisioanl allotment order of Round-2 Counselling with their Round-1 document
verification slip and will have to take admission with payment of requisite Fee.

(v) In case of upgraded seat allotment in Round-2, the candidate will have to collect their all submitted
original documents from Round-1 reporting centre and then will have to report physically to their
reporting centre within scheduled period as printed on the provisional allotment order of Round-
2 Counselling with all required documents in original and Round-1 document verification slip
for Identity and Document Verification. After document verification, if the candidate is found
eligible then their all original documents will be retained at the reporting centre and will have to
take admission with payment of requisite Fee.

(vi) If the candidate's seat of Round-1 is retained in Round-2 then the candidate has to take admission.
(b) The candidate who got allotted a seat during Round-1 counselling and given their upgradation for

Round-2 counselling ‘’Yes’’ or ‘’No’’ but due to any reason did not reported physically to their
Reporting Centre within scheduled period as printed on the Provisional Allotment order of Round-1
counselling with all required documents in original for identity and Document Verification, then
in such case their Round-1 allotted seat will be cancelled and will not be considered for
upgradation in Round-2 counselling (if given their upgradation for Round-2 counselling as
‘’Yes’’) but will be eligible for Fresh Choice Filling of Round-2 Counselling. Such candidates
will also be treated as Free Exit from Round-1 Counselling.

(c) After joining the allotted seat in Round-2, the candidate will not be eligible to participate in any further
round of counselling.

(d) Candidate who did not get any upgradation in Round-2 will continue to study in the same college and
seat and he cannot resign the said seat in Round-2.

(e) Allotment will be made through online mode for the all round counselling i.e. Round-1, Round-2,
Round-3 and Stray Vacancy round.

(f) Fresh choice filling / Modification can be done for Round-2 Counselling by all eligible following
candidates;
(i) Who are included in the merit list of UGMAC-2024 and are eligible but did not completed the

choice filling process on counselling portal for Round-1 Counselling.
(ii) Who have been allotted a seat in Round-1 Counselling and taken free exit within prescribed date.
(iii) Who have been allotted a seat in Round-1 Counselling either with upgradation 'Yes' or 'No'

but not reported to reporting centre.
(iv) Who have been allotted a seat in Round-1 Counselling and given their upgradation as 'Yes'

as well as completed the process of document verification at reporting centre during Round-
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1 Counselling, candidate will have the facility to Swap / Add / Up / Down their Choices but
he will not have the facility to Remove / Deleted their Round-1 allotted choice from the
choice list.

(v) Whose Round-1 Counselling allotted seat cancelled due to discrepancy generation during
document verification.

(vi) Who have not been allotted any seat in Round-1 Counselling.
(g) On the basis of online choice filling of the candidate, provisional seat allotment order will be

issued. Final seat allotment/admission will be subject to verification of their identity and original
certificates at reporting centre fixed by the Board.

(h) Before downloading of provisional seat allotment order, it is necessary for those candidate who want
to upgrade their allotted seat, to give willingness for upgradation as “Yes” else “No”.

(i) If a candidate has opted for Upgradation in Round-1 but if his seat of Round-1 is retained in
Round-2, then he cannot quit this seat.

(j) Candidates allotted to an institution in Round-1 / Round-2 will be treated as admitted, (except those
candidates who have availed the option of free exit in writing after Round-1)

(k) A candidate who has filled his choices online for UGMAC-2024 counselling within the prescribed
period and could not get any seat either in Round-1 / Round-2 of the UGMAC-2024 counselling or has
taken admission either through Round-1 / Round-2 Counselling, then his security deposit amount will
be credited in his Bank account from which he has deposited the same after end of all round of
counselling.

(n) The candidate whose allotted seat will be cancelled due to generation of discrepancy during
document verification of Round-1 counselling will be also eligible for Fresh Choice Filling of
Round-2 Counselling on the basis of updated data.
